Excursions & Camps

At Wodonga West Primary School, our excursions program is fully linked to the school curriculum.  For the most part the excursions link into our New Basics Curriculum through the rich tasks and school based tasks which are undertaken from years Prep to 6.   Excursions are usually conducted within our local area and make use of the richness of the region.

Visiting performance groups complement this and are offered to all students.  This program supports the Arts program and broader curriculum.  These visiting groups change from year to year but once again support our school curriculum and add a cultural depth via the performance avenue.

Currently we offer a camp program for Years 4 and 6 in alternate years.  Through this medium students develop social relationships with their peers and staff members.  The program operates on a yearly alternating basis.  

Year 4 students attend the Borambola Recreation Camp near Wagga.  They participate in activities which include grass skiing, archery, woodwork, ropes activities and canoeing when available. 

Year 6 students attend our National Capital in Canberra to tie in with their studies of Government.  When attending the Canberra Camp students visit the Old and New Parliament House, the Science and Technology hands on Centre (Questacon), Telstra Tower and the Australian War Museum.
Locally based day excursions are available for year Prep-6 and align with the Rich Task curriculum units being investigated.
